In a tightly fought qualifying session interrupted by rain showers, Benson and Hedges Jordan driver Jarno Trulli took sixth place on the grid.  Trulli and his team mate Heinz-Harald Frentzen were very complimentary about their Jordan Mugen-Honda EJ10s and frustrated that circumstances had not allowed them to maximise their car’s potential.  Frentzen was particularly annoyed as he was third fastest on the first qualifying run, only to have his second flying lap ruined by a wayward Jos Verstappen.  The subsequent rain shower ended his hopes of regaining a second row position.
